SCE PA Vice-President Margareta Cederfelt (Sweden)
spoke at the opening plenary of the 29th Economic Fo-
rum, taking place 3-5 September in Krynica-Zdroj, Poland. She
underlined the importance of international co-operation, noting
that with trust and leadership it is possible to overcome today’s
challenges. She noted that the OSCE PA is working for peace

and security through dialogue.

Cederfelt also took part in a session on security in the Baltic
Sea region. Stressing the importance of international co-opera-
tion, she noted that the PA has developed inter-regional dialogue
through a Nordic-Baltic format. She discussed the topic of the
Nord Stream 2 pipeline, highlighting how divided international
opinion is on this subject. Other important issues for the region
are cyber security and fake news as well as integrity and respect
for each countries’ territories, Cederfelt said.
